c. What was the biggest challenge in the creation of your coffee shop project?  Note that this can be technical or non-technical.

d. What were the most important things you learned during development of this project?
e. Please briefly evaluate your team members’ contributions to the project.  These may be technical or non-technical.  In addition to the written evaluation, assign each team member a score such that scores for all team members add up to 100.  For example, if you worked with one other person and you each contributed equally, each of you would receive 50 points.
